           ñStrategic Relationshipsò       
 
Greetings in the Name of our Lord! 
 

The above ñgreetingò has been used by the Church 
since Biblical times to bring a message of blessing. 
Whom do these blessings go out to and to whom are 
they meant? Usually they are meant for friends and 
family or others related by faithéIt is those, ñrelated 
by faithò, that I wish to confer with you about this 
month. 
 

God places a very high priority on the importance of 
relationships and ñpersons related by faithò, in and 
outside the Body of Christ. God regularly causes or 
allows events and activities to come about to generate, 
ñStrategic Relationshipsò (SR). These SR occur in 
such a way as to carry with them an especially high 
potential to allow a breakthrough for the Holy Spirit in 
our lives. Think of an important event in your life 
(graduation, job promotion, marriage, conversion to 
Christ, etc.). Who was active in that event? How did 
you meet them? How have your lives developed since? 
I have been blessed to have many of these SR. These 
do not ñjust appearòéGod plans them, and we walk 
through them with Godéyou know when you are in 
one because God does amazing and surprising things 
that advance the Kingdom of God in your midst. 
 

Examples: 
1.) The person God used to send money to an outreach 
in Haiti was the same person who found out about that 
need as he was talking to the driver that smashed the 
rear end of his car. 
2.) The person who was nagging/begging you for mon-
ey on the street yesterday actually delayed you ñjust 
long enoughò so you stepped down off the curb slight-
ly more than 11 seconds later and 
therefore you were not hit by the bus that ran right 
through the red light. 
 

Recently God has sent various SR into my life. Some 
of them are: Ice Fishermen buddies that I met at a din-
ner in Toledo on their way back from the Upper Penin-
sula of Michigan that challenged me to renew a friend-
ship  that I thought was dead long agoéfinancial advi-
sors who are related to medical staff who know a nurse

-turned-cancer consultant that right now is helping my 
family make plans to assist my uncleéa friend from 
long ago (30 years) who ñjust popped upò on vacation 
at ñjust the right timeò to call me and tell me about 
people that know students at a college in Washington 
State (which I had never heard of) who have connec-
tions with just the right people in Chicago who will 
make all the difference in my childrenôs present 
search for advanced degree programs in computer and 
educationéyou get the idea; God is a big Godéand 
God has a lot of network connections (as Simon Peter 
found out when he listened to Jesus and fished on the 
ñother sideò of the boat - Luke 5:3-11; John 21:1-14). 
 

Twelve years ago God had been especially gracious 
with SR in the Gear family. Some people entered into 
the lives of the Gears with blessings at just the right 
time as my fatherôs Parkinsonôs Disease had taken a 
rapid and dramatic turn for the worse. Jesus had made 
himself known in their presence. It was almost as if 
Jesus was saying, ñI am with you, I am watching over 
you, I am here to care for you, and you will be able to 
stand through the present crisis because I am here 
with you.ò   
 

Praise the Lord Jesus Christ, for his most obvious 
presence in our lives. SR operative in: old friends and 
strangers; church leaders and friends; medical staff 
that shine with the presence of Jesus and gas station 
attendants that ñjust appearò on the highway; long 
misunderstood relationships that now are fully clear 
and short term friendships that have blossomed for 
one purpose - for the love and power of Jesus to 
shower down on  
families as they struggle with debilitating diseases.  
 

Jesus is Lord and I praise him for all he has brought to 
us, his disciples. I am not getting mushy here but, 
ñGreetings in the name of our Lord!ò Jesus is Faithful 
and True! Amen.

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     During Lent, one day I went to the famous Italian supermarket Dellalo for the delicious 1 lb. Moby dick fish sandwich, 
and I met a new friend in the store.  He is the person who served me. Due to that I was the only Asian customer there by 
the time, he started to ask about me: where do I come from? How long have I been here? What I am doing here? Then we 
talked for a while when I was waiting for the sandwich.  

     After he knew Iôm from Asia, he told me he is from Syria, the west Asia. I was taken aback a few seconds.  When I 
heard the country ñSyriaò, I was directly thinking about the travel ban. Then I brought the issue up. Then he said to me 
with his helpless smile: ñwell, because of a lot of civil wars and ISIS attacks happening in my country, most people donôt 
like us, so we have many troubles go to another country for a visit. But we are nice people.ò  I was very curious how he 
came here, then I knew his story: he has moved to the states about 1 year ago.  His wife is an American.  They met each 
other online and she flew to Syria get married to him, then they moved to the states. He said his wife is a very strong wom-
an. He thought they are going to start a happy life, but in fact not. His wife is sick.  She has some brain problems, and they 
had to go to Ohio for her brain surgery by the following week. I also heard the brain surgery is very difficult. Due to her 
sickness, she canôt work.  This is why he works at Dellalo. He doesnôt work full time there, so money is tight. He asked me 
about my job.  I talked to him about how I am a music director and organist and I work in the church serving God and his 
people.  I am able to stop by Dellalo for the fish sandwich and pasta. I appreciate what I have.  

     When he heard about how I work in the church, he mentioned to me one of the locations about Jesusôs story from the 
Bible which is just only 2 hours away from his home. I was so surprised! How real those Bible stories could be! He told 
me he wants to go to church but he canôt find any church to go to in town.  

     We also talked about the food. He asked me if I like the food here. He said the food in Syria is very delicious.  I agreed 
with him, because most food in Asia all very delicious. It sounds like he doesnôt really enjoy staying here.  He wants to 
move back to his country. I could feel how much he misses home. But I also understand if he moves back home right now 
then he will have big trouble coming back because the travel ban. 

     After listening his story, I felt very sorry for him and his wife. I told him I definitely will pray for them, and I hope the 
brain surgery goes well and she could recover as soon as possible.  After saying goodbye to him, I was still around the 
store to choose some pasta. When I was ready to check out, he walked toward to me and talk to me again. He told me if 
my church needs any volunteers please donôt hesitate to ask him.  He wants to do something for God. It ended up that I 
gave him my business card told him called me if he needs anything, and I also promised I will come back to Dellalo to say 
hi soon.  

     I was so touched that night after getting home. In my life, I studied in a international music school when I lived in Bos-
ton. I have met so many different people from all over the world, including some friends from mid-East Asia such as Tur-
key. Unfortunately, after moving to southwestern PA, I rarely meet new friends who are from foreign countries, especially 
those countries from Mid-East Asia that are under the travel ben. As we know about Syria, from the history, geography, 
culture, military, and the Islam religion, the country is very mysteries. Plus, the ongoing civil wars, also ISIS attacks. I 
couldnôt image how tough it is to live there, because people have to face those wars and attacks pretty much every day.  
They probably donôt know if they will become the refugee soon.  Even the worst thing is, they donôt know if they will still 
be alive the next day. I can feel they must have a lot of fears in their life. And this wonderful young man thought he is go-
ing to start a new happy journey after the marriage and moving to the states, but in fact he is facing another difficult time 
right now. At night, when I thought about his country and his story, I had a lump in my throat. I didnôt know how I can 
help them. The only thing I can do is praying for them deeply.     

     Itôs also amazing how God plans are for each of us in life including whom we meet. If I didnôt cancel my original 
schedule, then I wouldnôt be able to stop by Dellalo to buy the fish sandwich and meet this wonderful new friend to hear 
his story, and know he needs a lot of prayer. I totally believe God plans everything. This is definitely God reminding me 
again to LOVE PEOPLE.  

     Obviously, Lent is not a happy season, a lot of things happening to me and most of my friends. Someone had 3 family 
members pass away in 1 weekend. Some are sick or facing medical issues. Everybody has their own problems. And it is 
true life is really tough. Here, I want to encourage you: no matter what difficult time you are facing right now, even if it is 
in a bad day, God still has a plan for you. He loves you, always is with you, and listens to your prayer. Never give up the 
faith, keep following Jesus, be patient to wait.  When the time is right, you will see how amazing God is to change your 
life.
